Well, having a meaningful job is a good thing to do for the community. And it gives me something to do, you know, a reason to get out of the bed in the morning. 
But, most of the time. When I lost the current job that I did have, I knew that getting a new job was not going to be easy, because of the barrier that my disability causes. Um, and the stigma that is still around disability.
Like, just because you’ve got a disability, people think you can’t do things. Just because your body doesn’t work doesn’t mean that your brain doesn’t work.
Going through a job agency for example, all they want to do is put you in um, I can’t think of the politically correct word, so I am going to use the one that is incorrect – sheltered workshop.
And I don’t want to go in a sheltered workshop. I want to have regular employment.
Now, I have graphic design skills, I have good communication skills, as you can see. Um, and… So, I just need somebody out there to see that and go, “Yeah, let’s put her on trial for three months, and see how she goes, and see what she can develop it into.”
Don’t dis my ability. You don’t know what I can do, until you get to know me. Until you throw a challenge in my face.
