What is a Vox Pop?
· Latin for “voice of the people”
· It is used to find out what people think about a question

· [image: Hourglass Finished with solid fill]Keep it real: real people and their reactions
· Keep it short and to the point
· [image: Grinning face outline with solid fill]Ask something that interests you

[image: Chat bubble with solid fill]Vox Pops help grow your skills in:
· Communicating
· [image: Smart Phone with solid fill]Telling a story
· Filming and using sound
[image: Head with gears with solid fill]Vox Pops say how people feel about different things
· They tell you what people think and feel right now
· People can look back at how others felt in the past

Let’s think about:
· [image: Question mark with solid fill]Think about a question you could ask someone today about disability that could be interesting if we replayed their answer in the future?
· [image: Bar graph with upward trend with solid fill]Views and attitudes about disability have changed a lot over the years. Will today’s views someday seem as strange or interesting as the views of the past?

· News stories​

[image: Customer review with solid fill]Radio Vox Pop - Emerging Voices (SYN)​
· Let’s listen to a vox pop
· It shares what people around Melbourne think about disability

[image: Funny face outline with solid fill]Planning your Vox Pop
· Topics can be light, serious or surprising
· [image: Chat with solid fill][image: Question mark with solid fill]Pick a question that really interests you
· [image: Chat bubble with solid fill]Ask open-ended questions. These are questions that cannot be answered with just ‘yes’ or ‘no’.
· Ask 1 simple question 
· Let people talk. Stay quiet while they answer. Don’t fill the pause.

Vox Pop intro and outros
· Set the tone​
· [image: Brain in head with solid fill]Tell the story​
· Make people think about and remember the Vox Pop

[image: Eye with solid fill]Why does the intro matter?
· [image: Wheelchair with solid fill]Grabs the attention of people watching
· Tells us what the topic is
· Sets the tone: Is it a serious or light topic?
[image: House with solid fill]An example is:
“Since the pandemic, more people work from home. I wanted to know what people think about this change.”

[image: Smart Phone with solid fill]Why does the outro matter?
· [image: Brain in head with solid fill]Makes it feel complete
· You can leave viewers with a final thought
· [image: Grinning face outline with solid fill]You could do a sign-off
[image: Medical with solid fill]An example is:
“The pandemic may have changed where we work, but for most people, they liked the change.”

Mobile phone filming tips​
· [image: Smart Phone with solid fill]The best equipment is what you have!
· Don’t wait for the right gear. Just get started.
· It doesn’t have to be perfect

[image: Call center with solid fill]It is important to get the sound right
· [image: Customer review with solid fill]Use a mic if you have one
· No mic? Stand within 1 metre and block wind with your hand
· Stay away from traffic, wind, loud music

[image: Smart Phone with solid fill]Landscape or portrait?​
· [image: Computer with solid fill]Portrait: Reels, TikTok, Instagram
· Landscape: TV, YouTube, website
· If you think you might want both, step back a little when filming in landscape. You can crop later.
[image: Rule Of Thirds TicTacToeX PNG]
Rule of thirds
· If you are filming a person, try putting them a little to the left or the right instead of in the middle of the screen

[image: Lightbulb with solid fill]Light the face, not the back​
· Make sure the person who is speaking is facing the light
· [image: Sun with solid fill]Soft shade is much better than harsh midday sun
· [image: House with solid fill]Avoid strong light behind the person speaking (bright sky behind them)
· Indoors: stand near a window with light on their face
· [image: Wheelchair with solid fill]If the background is brighter than their face, move

[image: Thumbs up sign with solid fill]People skills
· [image: Grinning face outline with solid fill]Introduce yourself and ask permission​
· [image: Heart with pulse with solid fill]Be respectful and calm, not pushy​
· If they’re nervous, warm them up with an easy question​
· [image: Universal access with solid fill]Make sure they are still in frame while you talk

Can we just film it and post it?​
[image: Gavel with solid fill]Ask yourself:
· Does my Vox Pop follow the law?
· [image: Thumbs up sign with solid fill]Is my Vox Pop made with good intentions? Would the average person think my Vox Pop was fair and okay to make and put online?

What does the law say?​
· [image: Video camera with solid fill]Filming adults in public is usually allowed.​ You can usually put this type of content online.
· [image: Blind with solid fill]You can’t secretly record private conversations
· [image: Devil face outline with solid fill]Some places you can’t film in
· Don’t edit people to make them look bad



[image: Chat with solid fill]Get their permission first
· You need to ask the person if it is okay to film them and put the content online. Another word for permission is consent. 
· Before posting, ask yourself:
· [image: Brain in head with solid fill][image: Thumbs up sign with solid fill]Did they understand who you are and what you would be filming?
· Did they agree to be filmed?
· [image: Monitor with solid fill]Did they agree to you posting it online where anyone could view it?
· [image: Smart Phone with solid fill]Record their consent on camera​
[image: Chat with solid fill]You could say:
"Can you please say your first name, and confirm you’re happy for us to film you and share this video on our socials, website, and other channels?"​

When do you need the consent in writing?
· [image: Chat with solid fill]If it’s going on your personal social media just as a story clip, the person saying their consent on camera is usually enough.
· [image: Pencil with solid fill]If you plan to use the Vox Pop to advertise something or if it is going to be used by a business or organisation - then you should get their consent in writing and have them sign it. 


Wrap-up: What were the key points today?
· [image: Grinning face outline with solid fill]Be friendly, don't try to make people do anything
· Lead with 1 clear, open-ended question
· [image: Brain in head with solid fill][image: Chevron arrows with solid fill]Can follow up with further questions: E.g. Tell me more about that?
· [image: Ear with solid fill]Ask questions that interest you
· Make sure the sound is good
· [image: Lightbulb with solid fill]Remember the rule of thirds
· Make sure the lighting is good
· [image: Speech with solid fill]Check that face is lighter than background
· Don't interrupt
· [image: Thumbs up sign with solid fill]Short answers that get straight to the point work well
· Get consent
