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VN Editor
We will go through step by step how to use VN Editor.
[image: Smart Phone with solid fill]Step 1: How to download VN Editor on your phone
· You can download it from the App Store on your phone

[image: Video camera with solid fill]Step 2: Set up project and upload what you filmed
· Choose ‘New project’ to get started
· You will need to give the App access to your photos 
· Choose the videos you want in your Vox Pop
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Step 3: Make cuts in the video and choose the best clips
· You will need to delete parts of the video you do not want in your Vox Pop
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Step 4: Get the clips in the right order
· This helps improve the flow of your Vox Pop and makes it better for the viewer
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Step 5: Add a background
· Add a background to the start and end of the Vox Pop


[image: Speech with solid fill]Step 6: Add titles
· Put a title over the background. This title is the question of your Vox Pop.
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Step 7: Add a voiceover
· Add a voiceover to the title. That way, your Vox Pop question can be read and heard. 
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Step 8: Make the sound better
· Change the volume so it is the same throughout your Vox Pop
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Step 9: Add music
· You can add background music to your Vox Pop

· Add captions to your Vox Pop so it is accessible to more people
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Step 11: Save your Vox Pop and get it ready to share
